Description: 

They are items that turn your stomach and open your eyes at the same time: a "Colored Waiting Room" sign, a package of "Pickaninny Peppermints", a "Nigger Head Stove Polish" tin, and a figurine depicting a black baby being used as alligator bait.  It’s a display so vile you may want to turn away.  But Black Memorabilia collector, Tony Carr, prefers you take a good, hard look. Most of the 500+ pieces he's acquired are degrading, offensive and distasteful. But Tony says they're a reminder of what others had to endure to clear the path he now travels.
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Goals:

By showing his collection and sharing stories about his family's experience growing up in the South during segregation, Tony hopes to educate the public about the racial indignities that African-Americans had to endure on a daily basis.  


Instructor Bio:
Tony Carr has been collecting Black Memorabilia since 1986.  He has more than 500 pieces in his collection.  Tony grew up in Beloit, Wisconsin during the 1960’s and the era of integration.   He excelled at basketball and is the All-Time leader scorer at the University of Wisconsin, Eau Claire.  He trained for the 1980 Olympic basketball team and was drafted by the Milwaukee Bucks.   He currently serves as the Chairman of the Stillwater Human Rights Commission and as a member of the Washington County Mental Health Advisory Council.
